Adoption should give first 

priority to the best interests of the child concerned. In villages, the panchayat officials should be 

given the responsibility to ensure that basic education, nutrition, health care and sanitation are 

available for the proper development of every child. Finally, Chief Guest advised parents to care 

and communicate their children. 50 people from the Maravanmadam were benefitted from the 

awareness programme. 

After the awareness programme the celebration mood started from Thiraviyapuram.

Under the Moovalur Ramamirtham Ammaiyar Higher Education 

Assurance Scheme for girls studying in government schools from class 6 to 12 was discussed 

regarding applying for Rs.1000 per month scholarship. Following this meeting, a free training 

session related to jewellery making was conducted in the village by second year economics 

students in the adopted area. More than 15 women were participated and benefited from this free 

skill development training.

FREE VETERINARY CAMP 

 
A Veterinary Camp was organised by Unnat Bharat Abhiyan, Community Development 

Programme, Department of Economics, St.Mary’s College (Autonomous), Thoothukudi in 

collaboration with Department of Animal Husbandry, Thoothukudi District on 19th February 

2023 at Maravanmadam Village. The camp started at exactly 8’o clock in the morning. Dr. S. 

Sanjeev Raj, Regional Joint Director, Dr. A. Joseph Raj, Assistant Director, Dept. of Animal 

Husbandry, Thoothukudi and Dr. A. Anantharaj, Veterinary Asst. Surgeon, Veterinary 

Dispensary, Pudukkottai were actively treated the animals in the camp. Sizable numbers of 

animals from Maravanmadam village were brought for the treatment in the camp. 

During the camp, two hundred twenty three (323) livestock such as goats, cows, hens, 

cats and dogs were treated for the general medical, abortion vaccination and deworming. A total 

of thirty seven (37) livestock owners were direct beneficiaries of the camp. The staff and the 

students were actively gave vaccination to the animals. A. Meeran, Pudukottai, R. Selvarani, 

Korampallam Veterinary inspector and M. Velammal, animal husbandry assistant provided 

medical services. Villagers said the free veterinary camp was very beneficial for their livestock.

The Chief Guest of the occasion Ms. Anita Roseline, 

Vaazhandhu Kaattuvom Project, Enterprise Community Professional (ECP), Maravanmadam 

Panchayat focused the various schemes that the government has established for the women 

entrepreneurs and outlined the experiences of different women empowerment programmes 

undertaken under the different Government Sponsored Schemes.After that the awareness gave to 

the women especially the Women Pregnancy and Child Birth Defects. Mr. Thanga Selvan, 

Special Educator, Ms.Jeya, Physiotherapist, Ms. Amutha, Speech Trainer and Ms.Manju, 

Community- Based rehabilitation worker, Amar seva Sangam, Ayikudi, Tenkasi were chief 

guests. In this meet, women were urged to get regular vaccinations during pregnancy.They said 

to avioding relational marriage to control birth defects and if women belong to negative blood 

group, by taking proper vaccination during pregnancy. It should prevent the child from being 

born with congenital defects. However, with many of the young female CHD patients now 

having entered adulthood and marriage, obstetricians and gynaecologists are increasingly 

encountering a vexing issue, of a rise in high-risk pregnancies in young women who previously 

had significant congenital cardiac issues. The village women were got more general information 

about health. 40 village people benefitted from this awareness programme. Programme was 

successfully conducted under the guidance of Dr. Sr. C. Shibana, Secretary, Dr. Sr. S. S. J. Lucia 

Rose, Principal and Dr. Sr. S. Kulandai Therese, Co-ordinator of UNNAT BHARAT 

ABHIYAN, St. Mary’s College (Autonomous), Thoothukudi.
